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This four-week resident course will assist civilian and military maritime security practitioners and decision makers to better
understand current and emerging threats in order to prepare and implement appropriate service, interagency, and regional
responses at operational and strategic levels. This course will demonstrate current operational doctrine, organization, and
global best practices for planning and execution processes required to protect a nation’s territorial seas and exclusive
economic zone (EEZ). Additionally, the course will cover risk analysis, maritime governance, and enhancing maritime domain
awareness (MDA) capabilities.

OBJECTIVES

Upon conclusion of this course, participants will be able to:

4 Gain an understanding of evolving maritime security threats, challenges and opportunities

Understand how to enhance maritime domain awareness (MDA) capabilities

Learn how to evaluate, prioritize, and communicate national and regional maritime transnational threats and risks
Properly assess their national maritime governance strengths and weaknesses

Understand the elements of maritime strategy development at the operational and strategic levels

Describe best practices to recruit, vet, train, assign, and retain talented maritime security professionals
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TOPICS

Instruction includes a variety of methodologies, including presentations, discussion, case studies, and classroom exercises.
When conducted as a four-week course in Monterey, California, it features more than twenty guest speakers, all subject
matter experts in their fields. As part of the course, participants may also visit the local Coast Guard station; Monterey Bay
Aquarium; California State University Maritime Academy; and the U.S. Coast Guard’s West Coast Training Center.
