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The Institute for Security Governance (ISG) United Nations Peacekeeping Engagement Platoon (EP) Training Course
enhances the institutional capacities of peacekeeping training centers to facilitate training of EP responsibilities and tasks.
This cours also prepares peacekeeping training centers to deliver EP training to officers and soldiers who will be deployed in
support of multidimensional, integrated peacekeeping missions with a Protection of Civilians mandate.

OBJECTIVES

Upon completion of this course, participants will be able to:

4 Understand the roles of EP in peacekeeping operations (PKO) with Protection of Civilians (POC) mandates

Create a common understanding of coordination between United Nations (UN) PKO and various agencies in the field
Develop officers and soldiers to enhance effective community engagement and information gathering

Instruct on the importance of human rights, gender, UN Code of Conduct, and sexual exploitation and abuse
Develop the skills to respond to Conflict-Related Sexual Violence and Child Protection incidents

Enhance presentation and facilitation skills, with a focus on facilitating scenario-based exercises

TOPICS

The goal of this course is to improve national armed forces’ abilities to effectively participate in UN PKO to resolve
international crises. The course methodology includes presentations from subject matter experts, and group and plenary
discussions and classroom exercises that focus on problem-solving fictitious PKO scenarios and standalone problems
related to various aspects of peacekeeping operations.
